DAY 01 KUALA LUMPUR ~ TUNXI MOB/ D-Anhui Flavor 50
Depart from KLIA for your pleasant flight to Tunxi, Huangshan City, Anhui Province, China. Upon arrival, you will be greeted by a local tour guide.
Livang Water Street - The stone roads and Hui-style buildings with blue bricks and gray tiles make you feel like you have traveled back to the
prosperous Huizhou merchant era. There are many shops on both sides of the street, offering a variety of traditional handicrafts and local snacks.

DAY 02 TUNXI/HUANGSHAN SCENIC AREA / TUNXI (1.5H B/ L - Buffet 80/ D 50
Huangshan Scenic Area - the strange pines, strange rocks, the sea of clouds and hot springs are known as the Four Wonders of Huangshan. There
are 72 famous peaks in Huangshan, each with its own characteristics. Among them, Tiandu Peak, Lotus Peak and Guangmingding are the three main peaks
of Huangshan and all with an altitude of more than 1,800 meters. It is praised as "the most amazing mountain in the world".

Yuping Scenic Area + return cable car - There are two main peaks of Lotus Peak and Tiandu Peak. This place is almost the culmination of unique
wonders of Mt. Huangshan where you can see strange rocks, strange pines, ancient cliff carvings and sea of clouds.

Welcome Pine - This welcoming pine tree is at least 800 years old and is one of the "Four Wonders" of Huangshan Mountain.

One Line of Sky - The stone walls on both sides are called Yin and Yang walls. It is called "the best hanging wall in the world".

Aoyu Peak - is a steep mountain and is named for its resemblance to a huge whale head. The main sights include “turtle carrying the golden turtle”,
‘the turtle eating the screw”, “the turtle cave”, etc.

DAY 03 TUNXI/HUANGLING + CABLE CAR (0.45 H) / WU-NVZHOU (0.5H) (B/ L-Steamed Flavor 50/ ---)
Hongcun,- Oscar award movie "Crouching Tiger, Hidden Dragon" filming here ! The historical buildings from the Ming and Qing Dynasties are well preserved
here, honored as “a Village in the Chinese paintings”, In 2000, it was listed as UNESCO World Heritage site.

Huangling Scenic Area (cable car up and down) - Wuyuan Huangling Scenic Area, it is composed of tourist areas such as aerial sightseeing by cable car,

visiting ancient villages in autumn, exploring the beauty of terraced flowers, and picking up interesting rural customs and folk customs.

Huangling is famous for its "autumn sun drying". The village's "Heavenly Street" connects classic ancient buildings like a jade belt, surrounded by
thousands of acres of terraced fields, the sea of flowers in all seasons displays stunning "earth art". in Summer, this place is transformed into a flower town;
in autumn, you can feel the colorful life of people drying their crops; in winter, you can enjoy the snow scenery in the mountains while drying grains. This is
the Huangling that will always make your heart beat.

Wu-nvzhou Resort + Laser lighting show and China's "Intangible Cultural Heritage" Iron Flower Performance - It is @ comprehensive
tourist resort built with the traditional Huizhou cultural attractions, real folk art and technological aesthetics as the core, with the legend of Wuyuan myth Wunu
flying as the core. The night with neon flashing and the fireworks life that integrates classics and modernity are all intoxicating.

Jin Yong's Martial Arts Culture Museum - is an exhibition hall with the theme of the famous writer Jin Yong's martial arts culture.

DAY 04  WU-NVZHOU / JINGDEZHEN (1.0H) / GEXIAN VILLAGE (2.5H) (B/ L- Porcelain Flavor 50/ ---)

Taoxichuan Ceramic Culture and Creative Park - Located in the prime location of Jingdezhen City's Xinchang-Changjiang, it covers various art studios,
restaurants, hotels, clubs, leisure theaters, museums, specialty boutique streets, theme inns, department stores and others. It is the only multi- business
characteristic cultural park at Jingdezhen and central region that rivals the world.

Gexian Village + Water Screen Show - is built around the Mt. Gexian Scenic Area, taking the immortal Gexuan'’s practice in Mt. Gexian as a clue,
integrating the cultural core and elements of Taoism, and striving to create a resort integrating eco-tourism, leisure vacation, and business leisure. It's a holy
place and an excellent fairy village to experience Taoism culture.

Lingbao Fairy Street - decorates with lanterns, shops are lined up in rows, full of ancient charm. Walking on the ancient streets, you will feel like you
are wandering in a painting ! Enjoy your walking tour along the streets.

Large scale water & laser show - the "Return of Immortality" integrates light, electricity, sound and water to create a landscape-like visual feast. When
the music sounds, water curtains, fountains, full-color lasers, and 3D images create a fantasy of light and shadow.

DAY 05 MT. GEXIAN / WANG XIAN VALLEY (1.5H) / SHANGRAO (1.0H) (B/ L-Herbs Cuisine 80/ ---)
Mt. Gexian - Its named it after the immortal Gexuan of the Han Dynasty made elixirs here. Take the cable car (included) to the top of Mt. Gexian to see
the real-life version of the Thousand Miles of Rivers and Mountains.

Da Gexian Temple - The highest point of Mt. Gexian. There is an altar in the hall with a walking statue and a seated statue of Ge Xuan.
The night of Wang Xian Valley - Located in Shangrao. On the cliff, you can see the high mountain, stream with clear water. Whenever night comes

and the lights are on, a fairyland on earth will come into view. Featured attractions: Qingyun Bridge, Sandieshui, Lanyue Bridge, The night of Wang
Xian Valley and etc.

DAY 06 SHANGRAO / DEXING (1.0H) / XIN-AN RIVER BOAT TOUR / SHEXIAN (2.0H) (B/ L 50/ D 50)
Dexing Museum of Chinese Herbs - a museum with the purpose of continuing to develop the great belief in traditional Chinese medicine culture with

Chinese characteristics and integrating the collection, display and research of medical cultural relics and medicinal specimens.

Boat Tour of Xin'an River Landscape Gallery - is famous for China's unique Hui culture, natural scenery and ancient villages.
Shili Hongzhuang Pavilion - displays the culture of Ancient Hui's wedding customs.

Nine Surnames Fishing - a must-see fishing performance with traditional methods and fishing gear is reproduced.

Jiusha Village (FREE a cup of coffee) - a typical fishing village on the Xin'an River. Listed as Chinese traditional villages in 2019.

DAY 07 SHEXIAN / TUNXI (1.0H) (B/ L 50/ D 50)
Huizhou Ancient City + Buggy - built in the Qin Dynasty, was once become the palace of the ancient Huizhou government. The city gates, archways
and government offices allow tourists to still appreciate the legacy of the ancient Huizhou Architectural style.

Yuliang Ancient Dam - is the largest water conservancy project during the ancient times, and is praised by experts as the "Dujiangyan in Jiangnan".
Doushan Street - is a tourist and cultural attraction of Huizhou that integrates ancient houses, streets, wells and archways.

Xu Guo Stone Pavillion - known as the Eight-legged Archway, history more than 400 years. .

Tunxi Old Street - as early as the 1920s and 1930s, it become the Shanghai-Hangzhou commercial port. The old street is 1.5km long and 7m width.
The buildings along the street are lined with double-storey brick and wood structures, it is the best-preserved commercial street since Song Dynasty.

DAY 08 TUNXI ~ KUALA LUMPUR (B/ L 50/ MOB)
Huizhou Museum - display the historical changes of the Huizhou thru exhibits, display boards, animations, sand tables and other. The exhibited hall
divided into several themes, such as "Huizhou in the World", "Remembering Huizhou", "Finding Ancestor Trip in Huizhou" etc. which leading the audience
to travel through time and space and feel the profound heritage of Huizhou culture.
After lunch, transfer to Tunxi International Airport for flight HOME !
