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HONGCUN - Oscar Award Film “Crouching Tiger, Hidden Dragon” filming Place
An ancient village with a large number of historical buildings from the Ming and
Qing Dynasties.

THE SHANGHAI BUND

The Bund buildings are called the International Architecture Museum in
Shanghai, with a total length of about 1,500 meters. The famous Bank of
China Building, Peace Hotel, Customs Building, and HSBC Building
recreate the elegance of the former "Wall Street of the Far East".

WUXI YUANTOUZHU PARK

Enjoys the reputation of "the first scenic spot in Taihu Lake and the cherry
blossom (Seasonal) viewing spot in China".

ORIENTAL SALT LAKE CITY

The famous Taoist mountain in China - Jintan Maoshan, centered on the unique
six resource advantages of Maoshan, "mountain, water, salt, tea, medicine,
spring" and Taoist culture, Under the illumination of neon lights at night, the
scenery is even more wonderful.

1192 OLD SHANGHAI STYLE STREET

This place has been built into the appearance of an old Shanghai neighborhood,
there are also old Shanghai delicacies here, such as Old Shanghai Scallion
Pancake, Lao Dafang, Da Huchun Dim Sum, etc.

DAY 01 KUALA LUMPUR - TUNXI (MOB/ D50)
Depart from KLIA for your pleasant flight to Tunxi, Huangshan City, Anhui Province, China. Upon arrival, you will be greeted by a local tour guide.
Livang Water Street - The stone roads and Hui-style buildings with blue bricks and gray tiles make you feel like you have traveled back to
the prosperous Huizhou merchant era. There are many shops on both sides of the street, offering a variety of traditional handicrafts and local snacks.

DAY 02 TUNXI / XIN-AN RIVER CRUISE / HANGZHOU (B/ L50 / D50)
Boat Tour of Xin'an River Landscape Gallery - is famous for China's unique Hui culture, natural scenery and ancient villages.

Nine Surnames Fishing - a must-see fishing performance with traditional methods and fishing gear is reproduced.

West Lake @ Huagang Guanyu - watching Fish at Flower Harbor is a scenic spot featuring flowers, harbor and fish, and is one of the ten scenic
spots of West Lake.

Ming and Qing Hefang Street - the street reflects the style of the late Qing Dynasty and the early Republic of China. It is currently one of the streets
that best showcases Hangzhou's history, profound cultural features, and urban folk customs. There are special snacks, antiques, calligraphy and
paintings, time-honored brands, and teahouses here.

DAY 03 HANGZHOU / SHANGHAI (B/ L50 / D50)
Tea garden viewing + tea picking experience in small bamboo baskets + tea tasting culture in Longwu Tea Town - is the largest production
area of West Lake Longjing tea. Nearly 70% of West Lake Longjing tea is produced here.

1192 Old Shanghai Style Street - is like a time tunnel. Retro buildings, rickshaws, and old posters exude the charm of old Shanghai everywhere.
There is a wide variety of delicious food, allowing people to savour the hustle and bustle of the past. This is a great place to experience the style of old
Shanghai and take you back to that unique period of history.

Shanghai Tian Zi Fang was an extremely ordinary road in the metropolis of Shanghai. It has become a holy place of worship for young people.
Tianzifang shows people more of the friendly, warm and noisy side of Shanghai, with an unexpected artistic beauty and an ancient feel.

Night View of the Bund - the Bund building complex is known as the "International Architecture Expo" in Shanghai. It includes the Bank of China
Building, Peace Hotel, Customs Building, HSBC Building, etc., recreating the style of the former "Wall Street of the Far East". The lights of the
buildings on the Bund are all on, and they complement the Oriental Pearl Radio and TV Tower on the east bank of the Huangpu River. You can feel
the strong, majestic, graceful and luxurious aura.

DAY 04 SHANGHAI (B/ --/--)
Nanjing Road Pedestrian Street - is known as "China's No. 1 Commercial Street" and is a famous shopping and tourist attraction in Shanghai.
Check in at Starbucks Reserve Coffee Roastery - The two-story building with a copper round roof looks like a superstar coffee bean can.

Check in at the four tall buildings in Lujiazui Financial District.

Chenghuangmiao Business District - There are several small commodity wholesale malls and comprehensive shopping malls, and many time-
honored restaurants. Here you can also buy various Shanghai specialties and taste various local snacks from Shanghai and all over China.

Rest of the day, you can choose an optional tour visit to DISNEYLAND + transfer or browse among the crowds in this cosmopolitan city.

SHANGHAI / WUXI (B/L50/ --)

Yuantouzhu park + Boat Tour of Taihu Lake - a famous tourist attraction known as "the best place in Taihu Lake", has now become China's largest cherry
blossom (seasonal) viewing spot, covering an area of more than 1,000 acres and with nearly 70 varieties of cherry blossoms.

Qingming Bridge Water Lane - is 1.5 kilometers long and is the essence of Xicheng on the ancient canal. The "Water Lane" has white walls and black tiles
on both sides, and the docks and stone piers are staggered. The surrounding rivers and streams are crisscrossed, deep and winding, stretching for miles,
depicting the water village style of "everyone is on the river" in the south of the Yangtze River.

Zisha Teapot Museum - houses many masterpieces by famous artists. Here you can learn about the origin and production process of purple clay.

Nanchan Temple Pedestrian Street — mainly represented by Miaoguang Street, which has snacks, antique markets, flower and etc. The magnolia cakes,

green rice balls, steamed dumplings, zongzi and other cakes and snacks in Mu Guiying's food are very popular among tourists.

WUXI / ZHENGJIANG / ORIENTAL SALT LAKE CITY (B/ L50/ --)

Changguangxi Wetland Par - It is located in the west of Shanjunzhang Mountain and Xuelang Mountain, connected to Taihu Lake in the south and Lihu
Lake in the north. It is an ecological corridor connecting Taihu Lake and Lihu Lake, and is known as the kidney of Taihu Lake and Lihu Lake.

Freshwater Pearl Farm - Wuxi Taihu pearls are large and excellent, with pure color, natural brightness, and crystal roundness and well-known.

Oriental Salt Lake City-Tao Tianxia - The town inherits the essence of Chinese Taoism culture, integrates the six major natural resources of mountains,
waters, tea, salt, medicine and springs of Maoshan, a famous Taoist mountain in China, as well as Taoist culture and Jintan geographical culture, highlighting
the Taoist sentiment of following nature and the unity of man and nature.

ORIENTAL SALT LAKE CITY / HONGCHUN / TUNXI

Hongcun,- Oscar award movie "Crouching Tiger, Hidden Dragon" filming here ! The historical buildings from the Ming and Qing Dynasties are well
preserved here, honored as “a Village in the Chinese paintings”, In 2000, it was listed as UNESCO World Heritage site.

Tunxi Old Street - as early as the 1920s and 1930s, it become the Shanghai-Hangzhou commercial port. The old street is 1.5km long and 7m width.
The buildings along the street are lined with double-storey brick and wood structures, it is the best-preserved commercial street since Song Dynasty.

Huiyun Show - takes "Huangshan, Hui Culture" as its theme, and innovatively combines the four seasons of Huangshan, the classic Huangmei Opera of The
Fairy and the Fairy, and ethnic stories, The performance is based in Huizhou, perfectly combining the music resources, natural scenery, and folk customs of
Huizhou, and telling the life of the people of Huizhou.

TUNXI ~ KUALA LUMPUR

Huizhou Museum - display the historical changes of the Huizhou thru exhibits, display boards, animations, sand tables and other. The exhibited hall divided
into several themes, such as "Huizhou in the World", "Remembering Huizhou", "Finding Ancestor Trip in Huizhou" etc. which leading the audience to travel
through time and space and feel the profound heritage of Huizhou culture.
